 WWYTC Singles League
The starting date will be December 1, 2018 and the league will end on February 23rd, 2019.
Bowlers will bowl a total of 11 weeks. We will take a two week break (Dec.22nd and Dec. 29th) for the holidays.
There will be no set schedule. Bowlers will draw each week for lane assignments. Who you bowl will be the luck of the draw.
You will bowl 3 games on the same set of lanes against 3 different opponents each week.
You will receive 4 points for a win in each match. (2 points each for a tie) Plus one point for each game that you either reach or are above average. Losers of the match can still get an average point if they reach or are above their average.
Bowlers bowling unopposed will have to bowl within 10 pins of their average each game to win the match (4 points). You will still be bowling to try and reach average point.
Starting average will be bowler’s current average. New bowlers will bring a league sheet to verify average. (Must be 21 games or more) If no current average then highest yearbook average will be used.
Handicap will be 80% from 220.
No pre or post bowls will be allowed.
If there are any ties within the top 8 (eight) positions at the conclusion of week 10 (final regular round) a 9th and 10th frame roll off will determine final positions before you leave that day. If you leave before final spots are determined you will forfeit your position.
On the 11th week of bowling, the top 8 bowlers will bowl 2 games for position determined by total pin fall with handicap.   After that the top 5 will advance to a stepladder final. (Total pins with handicap decide each game)  The format will be number 5 seed vs. number 4, and then the winner of that match will vs. the 3 seed etc. The 3 bowlers that don’t make the stepladder will bowl one game to determine 6th, 7th, and 8th place. (Total pin fall with handicap decides each place). 
Ties will be broken by a one ball roll-off during this final day.
Top 8 will receive scholarship opportunity points. 6, 7 and 8th will receive the same amount. Then go up in increments to be decided by the board. As an example: 10 points for 6,7,8 and then 15 points for 5th, 20 points for 4th, 30 points for 3rd, 40 points for 2nd and 60 points for 1st.
All other bowlers (other than the top 8) will participate in a singles tournament on the last day of the league.  The winners will be determined by high series with handicap. Top 3 places will receive a gift card to be determined by the board.
Dress code will be plain dress pants for boys; girls will wear the same or could wear a skirt or skort no shorter than 6 inches above the knee. Shorts are acceptable as long as they are dressy. No Jeans, Yoga, Jegging, Cargo Pockets, Zippers, Piping, Stripes etc. Everyone must have a collared shirt with their name on the back. You may wear your WWYTC shirt if you’re already bowling with us or you can supply one of your own.
There will be no playing of video games by league bowlers while anyone from the league is still bowling. No phone calls or text messaging during league session, emergency calls may ONLY be made with Directors permission. Any and all electronic devices must be put away! Do not have them out at all!
New bowlers (not current WWYTC league bowlers) will pay a $25.00 Registration Fee.
Bowling fees will be $12.00 per week. You may not be more than 1 week behind in fees.
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
